Subject:	Amendment No. 3 to Cooperative Agreement C08139 (Caltrans Agreement 08-1383) with California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) for the Preliminary Engineering Phase of the I-15/I-215 Devore Interchange Improvements Project

Recommendation:[footnoteRef:1]*	Approve Amendment No. 3 to Cooperative Agreement C08139 (Caltrans Agreement 08-1383) with Caltrans for execution of the Preliminary Engineering Phase of the I-15/I-215 Devore Interchange Improvements Project which is for a funding change only, utilizing $665,834 in available State Toll Credit allowing an increase in Surface Transportation Program (STP) funding to be used on the project, now up to $5,895,000, and reducing the Measure I contribution to $195,000. Background:	This is an amendment to an existing cooperative agreement with Caltrans addressing a funding change.  The SANBAG Board approved a cooperative agreement with Caltrans in February, 2008 establishing the roles and responsibilities and level of oversight between the two agencies for the Project Approval/Environmental Document (PA/ED) phase of the I-15/I-215 Devore Interchange Improvements Project.  This agreement has since been amended twice.  In April, 2010 an amendment established Caltrans as the lead agency for all phases of the project and committed SANBAG to fund $195,000 from Measure I for Caltrans’ efforts on the PA/ED portion of the project.  The agreement was then amended again at the June, 2010 Board meeting to provide additional funding of $5,895,000 to produce and implement the procurement documents through the selection of a design-build contractor.  The funding of this additional $5,895,000 consisted of $5,139,166 in STP funding and a required local match of Measure I of $665,834.

Recently, the State announced there were Toll Credits available for use by Local Agencies that could be credited as the local match for federal funds.  This allows the local agencies to use these toll credits such that now the cost of the procurement effort could be 100% funded by STP funds with no Measure I local match required.  This allows SANBAG the opportunity to use more of its allocated federal funding now and conserves the Measure I funding for later use.

This change in the procurement phase funding requires an amendment to the cooperative agreement.  As such, this amendment is submitted by staff for Board approval to utilize the toll credits and maximize the use of available federal funding.  While this does not increase the federal funds for SANBAG, it allows the opportunity to utilize more federal funds currently available this fiscal year and defer Measure I funds to a later date. 

Financial Impact:	The previous amendments committed funding for this work.  This amendment increases the STP funding on this work and decreases the Measure I funding, but is still consistent with the 10/11 fiscal year budget.  Caltrans will obligate and seek reimbursement directly for the STP funding that is contributed from SANBAG to Caltrans as part of the cooperative agreement.  This amendment adjusts the amount of STP and Measure I funds to be used.  Task 88011000.
